 DAY 1: Great Lakes Loop! Arrive 
Chicago O’Hare to begin your grand Great 
Lakes Loop adventure.

 DAY 2: Lake Michigan.  Today, 
you’ll journey to Bernstein's Confection in 
Manitowoc, WI. The old-fashioned candy store 
and ice cream parlor was founded in 1932.  
Next stop is a creamy surprise!  
 The evening finds you in picturesque 
Door County which juts into Lake Michigan 
with quaint villages like Egg Harbor and Sister 
Bay. You’ll spend two nights in a lakeside 
room at the Wagon Trail Resort.

  DAY 3: Door County.   The morn-
ing ferry ride takes you six miles to Washing-
ton Island, the oldest Icelandic settlement in 
the U.S. The day ends with a lively musical at 
the American Folklore Theatre.

 DAY 7: Lake Ontario. Today’s drive 
takes you to the Art Walk of Tree Sculptures 
in Orangeville. Locals have created figures out 
of tree stumps. After lunch in Tottenham you’ll 
learn about the centuries old art of falconry at 
the Falconry Centre. The Tottenham features 
a wealth of quaint shops and eateries. Over-
