The ship is your oceanfront resort, 
docked at the Aloha Tower with 
shops and restaurants.  (B,L,D) 
 DAY 3: Oahu. Honolulu features 
an abundance of arts, culture and 
sightseeing. Take an optional tour to 
Pearl Harbor or learn to surf on 
famous Waikiki Beach. Oahu is 
ringed with pristine beaches and tow-
ering volcanic peaks, and magnificent 
panoramas.

 DAY 4: Na wi l iw i l i ,  Kaua i.  
Awaken to incredible beauty and fall 
under the spell of Kauai’s tropical 
paradise.

Visit 
Waimea Canyon in Kokee State Park.

Ginger and orchid-lined trails 
lead through a luxuriant rainforest to 
spectacular Akaka Falls plunging 
over a sheer volcanic cliff. Search for 
Pele, the Hawaiian goddess of fire, as 

you stand at the rim of the gigantic 
Kilauea crater as lava flows into the 
Pacific ocean.  (B,L,D)   
 DAYS 7-8: Kahalui,  Maui. 
With your floating hotel docked for 
two days, you have time to visit the 
gardens of the Maui Tropical Plan-
tation or the old whaling town of 
Lahaina. Take the optional scenic 
road to remote Hana or visit the 
summit of Haleakala.  (B,L,D)   

  DAYS 9-13: Cruising the Pa-
cific. Now it’s time to enjoy all the 
amenities that the Spirit has to offer. 
Dazzling shows and fine dining 
await! You’ll have time to catch up 
on reading, work on a tan or test 
your skills in the casino.  (B,L,D)   
 DAY 14: Ensenada, MX:  The 
Spirit docks in Ensenada, and a 
motorcoach will transfer you to San 
Diego for your flight home. (B)
