Over 2,000 lo-
cals command the stage as actors,  
musicians and stage technicians. 
 

 DAY 1: Overnight Flight. Enjoy 
your flight to Frankfurt, Germany. 
 DAY 2: He ide lbe r g.  Arr i ve  
Frankfurt and meet your tour escort 
and European coach driver. Enjoy a 
panoramic tour of Frankfurt's Altstadt 
(old town) before heading to picture 
book Heidelberg, a medieval city on 
the River Neckar. See the Castle Ru-
ins, home of the Student Prince, the 
famous Stone Bridge and the Univer-
sity, one of the oldest in the world. 
Dinner and overnight Heidelberg. (D) 
 DAY 3: Lucerne, Switzerland.
